Based, in part, on the work of the Maori people of Aotearoa,
New Zealand, ITTT works to assist both current leadership and
emerging leaders with theological education that is both relevant
and culturally sensitive to indigenous individuals and communi-
ties. ITTI strives to assist indigenous individuals with scholar-
ships for theological education at seminaries and theological
study programs, to train lay leaders within community settings,
and to be a vehicle for indigenous theological thought through
its First Peoples Theology Journal.
